Re:  Indian Health Board of Nevada Incorporation Papers Filed 

Yesterday, July 26, 2005, incorporation papers were filed with the Nevada Secretary of State in Carson City for the Indian Health Board of Nevada (IHBN)    Nevada State law requires that the Health Board elect its officers within 30 days.   At our July 14, 2005 meeting in Reno (at ITCN) we agreed to have a Health Board meeting on August 23 and 24 with the 23rd as the date to identify Tribal Representatives to the IHBN.  Officers will be chosen from the official Tribal Representatives (directors or delegates).   The newly formed Board will then review, revise and adopt a constitution and bylaws.  August 24 will be devoted to refining the Nevada Tribal Health Priorities and planning for the subsequent meeting with the Indian Health Service.
It looks like we have chosen an excellent date and location for the meeting.   We are not requesting IHS attendance at this meeting, but we have asked for a meeting with Don Davis and other PHX staff and IHS Director Dr. Charles Grim on or before September 7, 2005 in Reno. The Area Office was informed about the August meeting dates and there are no conflicts with any Area Office events.
Each Tribal Council may elect to write their own version of a resolution of support for the Board that identifies their delegate and alternate as well a grants some authority to the Board to contract.   I have enclosed a copy of the Reno-Sparks Indian Colony resolution for you to use as a model or template for your tribe.  All tribes are invited to attend any and all meetings of the Board, but only those with Tribal Resolutions that designate a delegate/representative can vote to elect officers.  All tribes will continue to receive all mailings, faxes and emails regardless of the status of their membership on the Indian Health Board of Nevada.
